DVBEs are eligible to receive a 15% bid price 

reducƟon or ‘preference’* when bidding on certain 

goods and services solicitaƟons from Los Angeles 

County

featured  through DCBA’s online networks:  
DVBEs will be placed on the vendor database of 

cerƟfied DVBE vendors and may be featured on 

DCBA’s social media accounts.
